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Please, use this Word file as a template when you write your abstract for the TOKS meeting by replacing the dummy text with your presentation title, names of authors, affiliations and results. 
In order to harmonize the editing template, please carefully read the following standards.

· File: Microsoft Word

· Maximum one page in A4 format.

· Article font: Times New Roman (The title should be size 16 and bold, names size 14 and italics, and the remaining text size 12. References and footnotes should be size 8). 

If your abstract is taking up more space than one page, only the first page will be included in the program and abstract book.
When writing the presentation abstract, be aware that not all participants at the TOKS meeting are working in the same field as you are. Thus, don't be too detailed. Tell why you are doing your work, what you have actually done, the results you have obtained and finally the conclusions. 

If possible, include a figure relevant for your work to make the abstract easier to read. You probably know the phrase about a picture is worth a thousand words. The illustration below is from www.phdcomics.com - a scary place for both PhD students and supervisors.
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
